FLEET WEEK TO BE HELD MAY 26 – JUNE 2
NEW YORK – The U.S. Navy, U.S. Marine Corps and U.S. Coast Guard will be participating in New York City’s 17th-annual Fleet Week May 26 – June 2, and national and local media are encouraged to highlight the pride, professionalism and espirit-de-corps of our nation’s sea services.  Over 3,500 Sailors and Marines, as well as ten Navy ships are scheduled to participate.


Held nearly every year since 1984, exact details on this year’s Fleet Week attending ships, personnel and events will be forthcoming in the next few weeks, and Fleet Week Public Affairs will be coordinating daily interviews and live shows from participating ships.  Assignment Editors are invited to plan to come aboard and broadcast live segments – weather, news or feature interviews -- from ships at either the Manhattan or Staten Island sites, anytime during the week for morning, noon and evening news programs.  News Editors are also invited to arrange on-site interviews for print, radio or on-line media organizations.


All of the ships visiting New York City have participated in either Operation Enduring Freedom or Operation Iraqi Freedom.  Embarked, and identified, are natives of the tri-state New York City area who will be available for interviews or guest appearances.  Additionally, senior Navy, Marine Corps and Coast Guard leaders will be available for interviews or appearances.


As with previous years, ships will be berthed at both Pier 88 in Manhattan and the Stapleton Pier at the Staten Island Homeport.  While in New York City, Sailors and Marines will be participating in Memorial Day parades in all five boroughs, volunteering with local community outreach organizations, and enjoying the sites, sounds, and hospitality of New York City.
