FLEET WEEK PARADE OF SHIPS AND FLY OVER 
NEW YORK – The 17th Annual Fleet Week New York City will begin with a Parade of Ships, scheduled from 9:00 AM to 1:00 PM on Wednesday, May 26, 2004, along with a U.S. Navy and Marine Corps flyover scheduled at approximately Noon. Over 4,000 Sailors, Marines and Coast Guardsmen on twelve ships will be participating in this year’s event from May 26 – June 2.  

The Parade of Ships will pass the Verrazano Narrows Bridge, proceed north through New York Harbor and the Hudson River, and to the George Washington Bridge.  As the Parade of Ships passes abeam of the Trade Center site, from 10 a.m. to 11:30 a.m., each ship will render honors in memory of the sacrifices made on September 11, 2001.  Upon conclusion of the parade, the Ships will dock at Manhattan’s Pier 86 and Pier 88 and Staten Island’s Stapleton Pier.

· One Navy E-2 Hawkeye (all-weather, carrier-based airborne early warning, command and control aircraft), Carrier Airborne Early Warning Squadron 124: VAW-124 “Bear Aces”

· One Navy P-3 Orion (anti-submarine and maritime surveillance aircraft), Patrol Squadron EIGHT:  VP-8 “Fighting Tigers”

· Two F/A 18 Hornet (fighter-attack aircraft), Marine Fighter Attack Squadron 321: VMFA-321 “Hell’s Angels”

· Two F/A 18 Hornet (fighter-attack aircraft), Marine Fighter Attack Squadron 121: VMFA (AW) – 224 “Green Knights”

· Four Navy F-14 Tomcat (fighter), Fighter Squadron TWO ONE THREE: VF-213 “Blacklions”

The public should expect that the Parade of Ships flyover aircraft will be flown at low altitudes, heading north from the lower New York Harbor up the Hudson River.

During Fleet Week, Sailors, Marines and Coast Guardsmen will be participating in Memorial Day parades in all five boroughs; volunteering with local community outreach organizations; and enjoying the sites, sounds, and hospitality of New York City.
