NEW YORK—The June 2 departures of USS DE WERT (FFG 45) and USS CARNEY (DDG 64) from Stapleton Pier in Staten Island and USS ANZIO (CG 68) from Pier 88 in Manhattan bring to a close Fleet Week New York City 2004. More than 70,000 visitors came in both pleasant weather and rain to show their appreciation for the men and women of the Sea Services.
