History of BARRY

BARRY (DDG 52), the fourth ship in the United States Navy named after Captain John Barry, is the second in the ARLEIGH BURKE class of AEGIS guided missile destroyers and the first built by Ingalls Shipbuilding of Pascagoula, Mississippi.  Her construction began on March 13, 1989; she was launched on May 10, 1991, and christened on June 8, 1991 by her sponser, Mrs. Rose Cochran, wife of United States Senator Thad Cochran.  Assigned to the George Washington Joint Task Group, BARRY's first operational deployment was to Haiti for Operation Support Democracy.  She deployed to the Mediterreanean in 1994 and 1996, and then to the Arabian Gulf in 1998, 2000, and 2002.  The ship's accomplishments include the Battenburg Cup (1994, 1996, 1998), Arizona Memorial Award (1997), Battle 'E' (1994, 1996, 1997, 1998), Meritorious Unit Commendation (1994, 2000), Golden Anchor (1995, 1996, 1998, 1999, 2002), Ney Memorial Award (1995), Thompson Trophy (1997, 1998), and the Best Sales and Service (1998, 2001).  Most recently, BARRY completed a very successful Arabian Gulf deployment participating in Maritime Interdiction Operations and earning the Armed Forces Expeditionary Medal.

Captain John Barry

Born in County Wexford, Ireland, in 1745, John Barry was appointed a Captain in the Continental Navy December 7, 1775.  He commanded LEXINGTON and ALLIANCE during the Revolutionary War.  He was seriously wounded May 29, 1781, while in command of ALLIANCE during her capture of the British ships HMS ATALANTA and TRESPASSY.  Appointed senior captain upon establishment of the U.S. Navy subsequent to the ratification of the U.S. Constitution in 1788, he commanded the frigate UNITED STATES in the Quasi-War with France.  Commodore Barry died at Strawberry Hill, near Philadelphia, September 13, 1803 and was buried in St. Mary's Cemetary, Philadelphia.  Besides USS BARRY (DDG 52), three other ships have been named in honor of this naval hero.  His statue is prominently displayed in front of Independence Hall in Philadelphia and another was presented to the people of Ireland, at County Wexford.  President Ronald Reagan honored John Barry as one of the earliest and greatest American Patriots and designated September 13, 1981 as John Barry Day.

Ship's Mission
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BARRY is equipped with the most advanced naval weapons systems in the world.  AEGIS, a computerized, quick reaction, air defense system, provides extraordinary capabilities against attacking aircraft and missiles.  The heart of the AEGIS system is the SPY Radar which automatically detects and tracks virtually everything that is flying out to and beyond 200 miles.

BARRY also has the most advanced underwater surveillance system available today.  Our suite of antisubmarine warfare (ASW) equipment consists of a hull mounted sonar, an acoustic array sonar which is towed like a tail behind the ship, and a helicopter data link which can receive information on the location of submarines and surface vessels miles away.

BARRY's Vertical Launching System can launch the land attack Tomahawk cruise missile, the Standard surface-to-air missile, and the vertical launched Anti-Submarine Rocket (ASROC).  The single 5 inch gun mount is used against threatening vessels and aircraft and to bombard shore targets.

Propelled by powerful, quick response gas turbine engines to speeds in excess of 30 knots, BARRY is a diverse and extremely capable warship.
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Symbolism of BARRY's Crest and Shield

SHIELD:  Red, white and blue are our national colors.  The field of bars, adapted from the BARRY coat of arms, is a reference to Captain John Barry, for whom the ship is named.  The stars recall the four battle stars awarded to the second BARRY in World War II, and represent all four ships to bear the name BARRY.  The wavy pile represents the US Navy fleet in which Captain Barry held the first commission.  The lion symbolizes courage and strength.  Gold strands for excellence; red and white for courage and integrity.

CREST:  The frigate UNITED STATES symbolizes the unbroken tradition of patriotism, valor, fidelity, and ability from our Navy's beginning to the present, and represents the maritime imperative of our Country.  It also honors the heritage of the three previous ships to bear the name BARRY.  The stars and bars together symbolize the United States and refer furhter to Captain Barry's ship of that name.

MOTTO:  Strength is derived from the formidable power which USS BARRY (DDG 52) takes to sea, while Diversity refers to the ship's multi-mission capability, a capability which extends to all dimensions of naval warfare.  The motto also represents the strength our Nation derives from its cultural diversity, as evidenced by the contribution of Captain Barry, an Irish                                                                                                       immigrant, to the founding of our Country.
